In years when wintering conditions are
severe and there is a risk of zud (a natural
disaster involving heavy snow or extreme cold),
men often have to work far from home, outdoors
in the cold for extended periods, with limited food
and under physically demanding conditions, often
with minimal manpower. During natural disasters,
they are at high risk of physical harm or even loss
of life due to exhaustion, getting lost while
searching for livestock, or being caught in
snowstorms while herding animals downdill.
